School Emergency or Weather Related Information  

Each family should plan in advance so everyone knows what to do if a child arrives home early due to 

school emergency or inclement weather conditions; this plan should make note of alternate bus drops and 

who your child should call if school is dismissed early and you are not available. Make sure your childôs 

school has current, up to date phone numbers for family members and emergency contacts. 

School emergency information such as a lock down situation or bus accident will be sent to the media (radio and TV, 

see list below) for parents to have information on where and how to pick-up students. Inclement weather conditions can 

also cause school closure or a late start; that information is also released to all media outlets. However, limited bus 

routes may NOT be announced through the local media - light snowfall or unexpected ice may close roads WITHOUT 

radio/TV announcements.  

Changes to the school schedule due to adverse weather conditions are normally posted on the website and available for radio 

and TV stations by 5 am. Go to the link, www.schoolreport.org, located in the blue section next to the cloud on the left side of 

our homepage anytime of the day or night for the latest communication on school schedule changes (or for any school emer-

gency information). 

What you should do in an emergency situation?  

We want our parents prepared for what you can do to help the school if we are in an emergency situation. Here is some basic 

information: 

Å During an emergency situation, this website, local radio (KIRO 710 AM, KOMO 1000 AM, KING 1090 AM), TV stations 

(KIRO CHANNEL 7, KOMO CHANNEL 4, KING CHANNEL 5), and the www.schoolreport.org will keep parents informed. 

Å Please listen to instructions through the media/web pages and act accordingly. DO NOT CALL THE SCHOOL  as the 

phones will be used for the emergency situation and staff members will be busy taking care of student needs. Messages to 

the media will be updated as needed; for instance, when and where you can pick up your child. 

Å If the school is in a lockdown, NO ONE (other than emergency response teams) is allowed to enter the school. This is for 

your childôs safety. Please DO NOT COME TO THE SCHOOL but listen to the radio/TV for the time and place you can pick up 

your child. 

Å Once the emergency situation is over, any adult coming to the school to pick up a child(ren) MUST HAVE IDENTIFICA-

TION. This is for your childôs safety so we can track who has picked up the child. Students who normally walk home will be 

allowed to do so ONLY AFTER THE POLICE HAVE DETERMINED THE AREA IS SAFE . Under some conditions, students 

that normally walk may need to be picked up. Depending on the situation, High School students who drive may need parent 

permission to leave campus and drive home.  

Å MAKE SURE EMERGENCY INFORMATION IS CURRENT FOR YOUR CHILD . Whenever you move, change phone num-

bers or change emergency contact names contact the school immediately. 

Highly Capable Program  

This is to notify parents and community members that students may be nominated by parents, peers and members of the 

community to qualify for the Districtôs Highly Capable program. Nominators will complete a behavioral characteristics question-

naire, and teachers will provide information that includes classroom performance and general achievement levels. The District 

will screen each nominee using reading and math measures to identify students who qualify for further assessment. Prior to 

conducting the assessment, the principal or designee shall obtain written parental permission. Nominees identified through the 

screening process will be assessed using multiple criteria from a variety of sources and data, including tests that measure 

cognitive ability, academic achievement and evidence of exceptional creativity. Test results shall be recorded in the studentôs 

cumulative file. The students selected for participation in the program will be determined by a multidisciplinary committee 

which includes a classroom teacher or if possible, a highly capable teacher, the program director, a psychologist or other 

individual who can interpret cognitive and achievement test results, and other professionals as deemed desirable. The multid-

isciplinary committee will review data of nominated students. They will select those students who meet the criteria and would 

benefit the most from the program. The District will: 

1. Notify parents of their child's involvement in the program. Parents shall receive a full explanation of the procedures 

for identification, program options and the appeal process, 

2. Obtain parental permission to provide services and programs; and 

3. Conduct an annual parent meeting to review each studentôs educational plan. 

Nomination are due no later than January 28, 2010.  Forms are available in the office.

DEALING WITH DANGEROUS WILDLIFE  

Itôs always a good time to review safety tips with your children if they should encounter wildlife in the area: 

Stop, donôt run.  Pick up small children so they will not run.  Stay calm and avoid direct eye 
contact. 

Never approach the animal but do not take your eyes off the animal or turn your back. 

If you cannot safely move away, try to appear larger than the animal.  Do not crouch down or 
try to hide. 

If the animal displays aggressive behavior, shout, clap your hands, wave your arms or throw 
rocks. 

If the animal attacks, fight back and try to stay on your feet, do NOT play dead, do NOT run 
and climb a tree. 

If a bear  attack continues, as a last resort, protect yourself by curling into a ball or lying on 
your stomach and playing dead. 

Please tell your child to be alert for any wildlife while waiting for the bus or walking home from bus stops or out 
in the backyard playing.  It is always best to have children walk in pairs or as a group, regardless of wildlife.  It 
is also important to discourage students from walking, or cutting through, wooded areas to get to 
school or home.  Report wildlife encounters to the Department of Fish and Wildlife during regular business 
hours call 425-775-1311 or after hours call 911.
